· The Board convened and the meeting was called to order by President Miller at 12:21 P.M. 
· The Board conducted roll call with a quorum present.  
· The Board opened the floor for public comment.  There were no public comments.

Eric Gonzalez from Clarity Consulting presented to the Board the District’s financial statement.  Mr. Gonzalez presented to the Board the District Cash and Investment Report, Pledged Securities Report, First Financial Checking Account Cash Flow Report, First Financial Payroll Account Cash Flow Report, First Financial State Reimbursement Account Cash Flow Report, First Financial CPR PayPal Account Cash Flow Report, Profit and Loss Budget Performance, Montgomery County Monthly Tax Collection Report, Montgomery County Tax Office Deposit Distribution Report, Montgomery County Tax Office Receivables Report, First Financial Sales Tax Account Cash Flow Report, Sales Tax Allocation Report and Sales Tax Revenue Graph.  Motion by Commissioner Click and second by Commissioner Davidson to accept the financial report as presented.  After discussion the motion was approved 4 to 0.  For more detailed information concerning the District’s financial condition, see the financial reports on file with the District.  Motion by Commissioner Smith and second by Commissioner Davidson to pay the District bills as presented.  After discussion the motion was approved 4 to 0
· The Board next addressed item 5 of the agenda, to act on amendments/revisions to District current year budget(s).  There were no amendments at this time.  No action was taken.  
· [bookmark: _Hlk133926336]The Board then addressed agenda item 6, to review and act on items related to construction, improvements, repairs, renovations, and equipment purchases for District facilities, including selection/engagement of contractor(s), architectural, testing or other services.  Chief Johnson presented an update to the Board regarding Station 125.  There is now water for Station 125 and some of the Stone Wall has been placed along the building.  Regarding Station 124, the AC is out and the District will be installing a new AC unit.  Regarding Station 122, the humidity is down and within range at the moment.  No action was taken. 
· The Board then addressed item 7, to review and act on disposition of surplus and/or salvage property.  No action was taken.  
· The Board next addressed item 8 of the agenda, acquisition and financing of capital equipment and vehicles.  No action was taken. 
· The Board then addressed item 9 of the agenda regarding real estate matters.  No action was taken.  
· The Board next addressed item 10 of the agenda, to receive a report from the Fire Department.  Chief Johnson informed the Board that there were three hundred and twenty three (323) rescue and emergency medical service incident calls since the August 19, 2025 meeting, with a total of five hundred and sixteen (516) total calls.  The average response time was seven minutes and two seconds (7:02).  Chief Johnson informed the Board that the District participated in the memorial for Charlie Kirk at the Valley Ranch Stadium.  Chief Johnson informed the Board that the District’s Record Management software will be implemented and go live on October 1, 2025.  Chief informed the Board that the District is looking into switching to TCDRS for retirement.  The District participated in the County active shooter event.  Chief informed the Board that the District assisted with DPS a rollover of a bus at New Caney. Assistant Chief Martin informed the Board that the District had a Fire Drill Test.  Chief Martin informed the Board that the District assisted South Montgomery County and Woodville on an assist.  The District had their first meeting with crews to go over their new insurance.  No action was taken. 
· The Board next addressed agenda item 11, records management issues.  No action was taken. 
· The Board did not go into closed session under agenda item 12, to consult with legal counsel pursuant to section 551.071 of the Texas Government Code.
· The Board did not go into closed session under agenda item 13, to deliberate real estate matters under section 551.072 of the Texas Government Code. 
· The Board did not go into closed session under agenda item 14, to discuss personnel matters under section 551.074 of the Texas Government Code. 
· The Board next addressed agenda item 15, to review and take action on personnel matters, including policies, scheduling, evaluations, benefits, compensation, hiring, retention and evaluation of District employees, including District Fire Chief and Command Staff.  No action was taken. 
· The Board then addressed agenda item 16, to review and act on scheduling District meeting to be added to meeting agendas.  The next Board meeting is scheduled for October 28, 2025.  No action was taken.
